ARTIOLE I

e) Failure to pay : Any membor who fails to pay her/his membefship
fce on or before 30th Junc cach year, shall cease to be member
of the Association, but the National Executive Board may readmit

a full member on payment of all arcas and fines for each month nf
default as stated by the Association.

£) Any full member of Lhgls assoclatieon in good standing may
withdraw his/her memburship at any time Py qiving written
notice to thoe Excecutive Dody. aAny full member withdrawing,
relinquished all rights and previliges of membership.

g) Ahy full member whn fails te comply with the requirements of
the constitution and Oye Laws or for any other cause deems -
sufficicnt, moy be dropp@dd from mombership by a majority vote
of the Exccutive Loard after due investigation. Persons
whn have forfeited membership under the provisinn of the section
may be reinstated only upon a majority vote of the Executive
board. ;
